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Automatic Tramway Signals
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Type "C” Car Counting Signal

To count up to 10 Cars.

29 x 12 x 6% inches. Weight 80 Ibs. Price £60 per block.

The signal box is made from sheet metal and has red and green lights but no semaphores.

The block consists of 2 signal boxes and 4 line contactors.

Each signal box contains a locking coil, setting coil and restoring coil, with the necessary
operating mechanism and counting device, all fitted on a substantial insulated base. ~The base may be
removed by releasing 4 screws.

When a car passes under the setting contactor a current passes momentarily through the setting
coil, lifts the plunger, and counts the car into the block, and establishes a light circuit shewing Green
in the home box in series with Red in the distant box.

As the car passes out of the block under the restoring contactor, a current passes through the
restoring coil, lifts the plunger and counts the car out of the block.

The clear signal is not given until as many cars have passed out of the block as entered the block.
The signal counts up to 10.

When lights are not shewing the block is empty.
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
